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 Beginning September 6-7, 2008, the number 
of weekend Bible Classes at Zion will double from 
last year. We’re hoping our attendance will also 
double from last year.  

 We’re not in this for the numerical growth. 
We’re not going to be saying, “What a good church 
are we” if we hit our goal of 100 people per week in 
Bible Class. We’re in this to grow in our faith. We’re 
in this to grow in our application of our faith to the 
very real problems we face every day. We’re in this 
to grow in our appreciation of the Word of God that 
remains for all eternity.  

 To accomplish this goal, our Elders have 
structured a three-tiered approach to our Sunday 
Morning Christian Education hour. These three tiers 
are spelled out more fully elsewhere in this newslet-
ter, but in short, we continue to aim to meet all our 
parishioners where they are at.  

 In the past, this meant that one class would 
be on a topical matter, the next on a book of the 
Bible, and once in a while a new-member class 
would look at the core of our Christian Doctrine 
from another angle. So once in a while, we’d meet 
most people’s need.  

 These days, we will intentionally be planning 
our classes that on any given Sunday, you’ll have the 
chance to attend a class that meets what you’re 
looking for—from discussions on current affairs to 
books of the Bible to deeper examinations of Lu-
theran Doctrine.  

 We’re in the process of showcasing these 
types of studies on Sunday mornings. Our first was 
an examination of CFW Walther’s Law and Gospel. 
In it, we learned of the difference between the 
commands of the Law and the invitations of the 
Gospel.   

Come, Grow in the Word. 
 The demands of the Law only require obedi-
ence on our part with little promise of reward. To 
command our members, therefore, to get them-
selves to a class would be to turn growing in the 
Word into a dreaded task that we complete lest 
there be punishment.  

 The Gospel makes demands at times, too, 
but as Walther says, “Does not the Gospel demand 
faith? Yes; that, however, is just the same kind of 
command as when you say to a hungry person, 
“Come, sit down at my table and eat.” The hungry 
person will not say “Bosh!* I will not take orders 
from you!!” No, he will understand and accept your 
words as a kind invitation. That is what the Gospel 
is—a kind invitation to partake of heavenly bless-
ings.” 

 So let’s look at the reasons we have for ei-
ther attending or not attending Bible Classes. Per-
haps we were raised to think that attending class 
was a work of the Law—something to be done lest 
there be punishment—and have used our Christian 
freedom to rebel against the idea that we ought to 
be in class.  

 Dear friends, I pray this is not the case with 
you. Rather, I pray that in the weeks and months to 
come, you will see our Christian Education Hour as a 
wonderful offering of the blessings of the Gospel, a 
rich feast of heavenly wisdom set before you, the 
likes of which you dare not forsake lest you miss out 
on the delicious morsels to be served there. I pray 
that this feast will be such that you will extend the 
kind invitation of the Gospel to others to “Come, sit 
down at my table and eat.”

We also need to remember that there are items that the Pro-
ject Hope clients cannot purchase with their food stamps. These items are: diapers, dish soap, bar soap or hand soap, 
deodorant, toothbrushes and toothpaste, mouthwash (without alcohol) feminine hygiene products, hair products (combs, 
brushes, picks, etc.), shaving cream and razor (both for men & women) shoe laces, laundry detergent, bathroom tissue, 
and Kleenex. 
    As you shop or look through the food ads, remember these items and pick up one or two for Project Hope. Take advan-
tage of the sales and that will go a long way to helping the Project Hope clients!
